Contest 2009 with the song "La Voix”. She is the mother of two daughters, one of whom is the world
known climate activist Greta Thunberg.

In October 2020, Nils Landgren and Malena Ernman visited Karlstad University’s Ingesund School of
Music with the concert concept of Nisse's Corner. Both artists are former students at the School of
Music and together they offer a mix of show tunes, jazz, and folk songs, as well as relaxed
conversations. The concert was broadcast live on Youtube, and watched by 750 people.

In the show, the artists perform together with teachers from Karlstad University’s Ingesund School
of Music: Robert Henriksson - piano, Alfred Lorinius - double bass, Mattias Pérez - guitar, and the

student Elias H. Sandqvist on drums.
